ofa body 

( 1) is of unsound mind and stands so declared by a competent court; 

(2) is an undischarged insolvent; 

(3) has been convicted of any offence involving moral turpitude; 

(4) has been punished for indulging in or promoting unfair practice in 
the conduct of any examination, in any fonn, anywhere; 

(5) has any profit motive from University except salary or any other 
authorised emoluments; 

(6) applies University fund for his personal use. 

31. No decision, Act or proceeding of any authority or body of the University shal.1 
be invalid merely by reason of any vacancy or defect in the constitution thereof. 

32. Any vacancy occurred in the membership of any authority or body of·the 
University due to death, resignation or removal of a member or due to change of capacity 
in which he was appointed or nominated, shall be filled up as early as possible by the 
person or the body who had appointed or nominated such a member: 

Provided that the person appointed or nominated as a member of an authority or 
body of the University on an emergent vacancy, shall remain member of such authority or 
body, for only the remaining period of the member, in whose place he is appointed or 
nominated.

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33. The authorities or officers of the University inay constitute such committees or Committees 

sub-committee with such terms of reference, in conformity with the Act, Statutes, 
Ordinances and Regulations, as may be necessary for specific tasks to be performed by 
such committees. The constitution of such committees or sub-committee and their duties 
shall be such as may be detennined by the authority or officer constituting the Committee 
or sub-committee. 
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34. (I) The first Statutes of the Universities established or incorporated under 
this Act shall be made by the Executive Council and shall be submitted to the State 

Government for its approval. 

(2) The Government shall consider the First Statutes submitted by the 
University and shall approve it within three months from the date of its receipt. If the 

State Government does not approve or communicate to the J.Jniversity the objections 

thereon within the time mentioned above, statutes so submitted shall be deemed to be 
approved. 

(3) Subject to the provisions of this Act the Statutes may provide for all or any 

of the following matters, namely:-

(a) the constitution, powers and functions of the authorities of the 

University, as may be constituted from time to time; 

(b) the appointment and continuance in office of the members of the said 
authorities, filling of vacancies of members of the said authorities, 

filling of vacancies of members and all other matters relating to those 

authorities for which it may be necessary to provide; 

(c) the appointment, powers and functi<:ms of the officers of the 
University and their emoluments; 

(d) the appointment of teachers of the University and other academic and 

administrative staff and their emoluments; 

( e) the appointment of teachers and other academic and administrative 

staff working in the University or Institution for specific period for 

undertaking a joint project; 

(f) the conditions of service of employees including provisions for 
retirement benefits, insurance and provident fund, the manner of 

tennination of their service and the disciplinary matters; 

(g) the principles governing seniority of service of employees; 

(h) the procedure for settlement of disputes between employees or 

students and the University; 

(i) the procedure for appeal to the Executive Council by any employee or 

student against the action of any officer or other authority of the 

University; 

(j) the confennent of honorary degrees; 

(k) the withdrawal of degree, diploma, certificate and other academic 

distinctions; 

(I) the institution of fellowships, scholarships, studentships; medals and 
prizes; 

(m) the maintenance of discipline among the students; 

(n) the establishment and abolition of Departments, Centers and other 

institutions etc. within the campus of the University; 

(o) the delegation of powers vested in the authorities or officers of the 
University; and 

(p) all other matters, as per this Act or as may be prescribed. 

(4) The Executive· CoW1cil shall not make, amend or repeal any Statute 
affecting the powers or constitution of any authority of the University W1til such 
authority has been given an opportunity of expressing an opinion in writing on the 
proposed changes and any opinion so expressed shall be considered by the Executive 
Council. 
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35. Subject to the provisions of this Act and the Statutes, the Ordinances shall 
be made by the Executive Council which may provide for all or any of the following 

matters, namely:-

(a) the admission of students to the University and their enrolment as such; 

(b) the courses of study to be laid down for all degrees, diplomas and 
certificates of the University; 

(c) the medium of instruction and examinations; 

( d) the award of degrees, diplomas, certificates and other . academic 
distinctions, the qualifications for the same and the measures to be 
taken relating to the granting and obtaining of the same; 

(e) the fees to be charged for courses of study in the University_and for 
admissions to the examinations, degrees, diplomas and certificates of 
the University; 

(f) the conditions for the award of fellowships, scholarships, studentships, 
medals and prizes; 

(g) the conduct of examinations, including the tenn of office and manner 
of appointment and the duties of examining bodies, examiners and 
moderators; 

(h) the conditions ofresidence of the students of the University; 

(i) the special arrangements, if any, which may be made for the residence, 
discipline and teaching of women students and prescribing of special 
courses of studies for them within the University; 

G) the appointment and. emoluments of employees other than ·those for 
whom provision has been made in the Statutes; 

(le) the establishment of Centre of Studies, Board of Studies, 
Interdisciplinary Studies, Special Centers, Specialized Laboratories and 
other Committees; 

(I) the manner of co-operation and collaboration with other Universities 
and authori~ies including professional bodies or associations; 

(m) the creation, composition and functions of any other body which is 
considered necessary for improving the academic stature of the 
University; 

(n) the remuneration to be paid to the examiners, moderators, invigilators 
and tabulators; and 

( o) such other terms and conditions of service of teachers and other 
academic staff as are not prescribed by the Statutes. 

Power to make 
Ordinances 

36. (I) The Annual Report of the University shall be prepared under the direction Annual Report 

of the Executive Council and shall be submitted to the Governing Body on such date as 
may be prescribed and the Governing Body shall consider the report in its annual 
meeting. _ 

(2) The Governing Body shall submit its comments on the Annual Report to the 
Executive Council for its considerations. 

37. (I) The Annual Accounts and Balance Sheet of the University shall be 
prepared under the directions of the Executive Council'and, shall, once at least every 
year and at intervals of not more than fifteen months, be audited by an experienced and 
qualified firm of Chartered Accountants of repute. 

(2) A copy of the Annual Accounts, together with the audit report thereon, shall 
be submitted to the Governing Body and the Chancellor/President along with the 

observations of the Executive Council. 
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(3) Any observations made by the President on the annual accounts shall be 

brought to the notice of the Governing Body and the Executive Council and the 

observations, if any, shall, after review by the Executive Council, be submitted to the 

Chancellor/President and shall be put in the public domain. 

38. (1) Every employee of the University shall be appointed/engaged as per the 

provisions of this Act and Statutes made thereunder. 

(2) Any dispute arising between the University and any of the regular employees, 

shall be referred to the Vice-Chancellor who shall decide the dispute after affording an 

oppoJ'.U}nity to the employee within three months from the date of receipt of its 

reference. 

(3) Any dispute in respect of any employee engaged temporarily or on ad-hoc or 

part time or casual basis shall be heard and decided by the Vice-Chancellor. 

Rightto Appeal 39. (I) An aggrieved person may prefer an appeal to the Chancellor/President 
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against any decision of an officer or authority of the University within a period of thr~e 

months from the date of receipt of such decision: 

Provided that the Chancellor/President shall have power to condone the delay 

if he is satisfied that the appelJant for sufficient reasons could not have p_referred his 

appeal within the stipulated time. 

(2) Any decision taken by the Chancellor/President in such an appeal shall be 

final. 

40. The University shall constitute for the ·benefit of its employees such pension 

or welfare schemes or P.rovident Fund or provide such insurance schemes as it may 

deem fit in such manner and subject to such conditions as may be decided by the 

Executive Council. 

41. A copy of any receipt, application, notice, proceeding, resolution of any 

authority or Committee of the University or other documents iri possession of the 

University, if certified by the Registrar, shalJ be received as prima-facie evidence of the 

such receipt, applications, notice, order, proceeding or resolution, documents or the 

existence of entry in the register and shall be admitted as evidence of the matters and 

transactions therein where the original would, if produced, have been admissible in 

evidence. 

42. Every Statute, Ordinances and Regulations made under this Act shall be 

published by the University. 

43. (1) The Sponsoring body shall establish a permanent Endowment Fund of at 

least Rs. 5 (five) crore. · 

· (2) The Endowment fund shall be used as security deposit to ensure that the 

University complies with the provisions of this Act and functions as per provisions of 

this Act, the Statutes, the Ordinances and the Regulations. The State Government shall 

have the powers to forfeit, a part or whole of the Endowment Fund, in case the 

University or the Sponsoring Body contravenes the provisions of this Act, the Statutes, 

the Ordinances or the Regulations made thereunder. 

(3) The University may utilize the income from Endowment Fund for the 

development of infrastructures of the University or for meeting the recurring 

expenditure of the University. 

( 4) The 3.!JlOunt of Endowment Fund shall be invested in such instruments as the 

State Government may prescribe by rules and shall be kept invested until the dissolution 

of the University. 
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(5) In case of ipvestment in long term security, and in case of deposit in the 

interest bearing Personal Deposit Account in the Government Treasury, deposit.shall be 
made with the condition that the amount shall not be withdrawn or utilized without the 

prior permission of the State Government. 

45 

44. (I) The University shaJI establish a general fund to which the following General Fund 

amount shall be credited, namely:-

(a) all fees which may be charged by the University; 
(b) 

(c) 

(d) 

all sums received from any other sources; 

all contributions made by the Society ; and 

all tontribl)tions made in this behalf by any other person or bodies 

which are not prohibited by any law for the time being in force. 

(2) The money credited to the general fund shall be applied to meet all the 

recurring expenditures of the University. 

45. (I) The University shall also establish a development fund to which the 

following moneys shall be credited, namely:-

(a) development fees, ·which may be charged from students; 

(b) all sums received from other sources for the purpose of the 

development of the Unjversity; 

(c) all contributions made by the Sponsoring Body; 

(d) all contributions made in this behalf by any other person or bodies 

which are not prohibited by any law for the time being in force; and 

(e) all incomes received from the permanent endowment fund. 

(2) The moneys credited to the development fund from time to tii:ne shall be 

utilized for the development of the University. 

46. All funds e~tablished under this Act shalJ subject to general supervision and 

control of the Executive Council and be regulated and maintained in such manner as 

may be prescribed. 
47. The University shall not be eligible for any grants in aid or any financial 

assistance from the State Government or any . other body or Corporati~n owned and 

controlled by the State Government. 

48. The fee structure for all purposes shall be decided by the Executive Council 

provided that the University shall not charge any fee from its students in excess of what 

is required under any law of the State Government at the time being in force or as fixed 

by the Regulatory Bodies and the fees structure shall be put in public domain. 

49. Within a period of five years from commencement of programmes, the 

University shall obtain NAAC and other such accreditations as may be prescribed by 

the State Government from time to time. Jt shall also obtain certification/accreditation 

from such other Regulating Bodies which are connected with the courses taken up by 

the University. It shall inform the State Government about the grade provided to the 

University. The University shall ensure renewal of such accreditation from time to time. 

50. The convocation of the University shall be held in every academic year in 

the manner as may be prescribed by the Statutes, the Ordinances and the Regulations 

for conferring degrees, diplomas or for any other purpose. 

51. (1) To ensure the compliance of the provisions of this Act, Statutes, 

Ordinances and Regulations made thereunder, the Uttar Pradesh State Higher Education 

Council shall be the nodal agency.

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(2) The records of the students amn: .... e:: ::- :...e .i.e..an courses of the University 
and their results and the records of the sru~ ::z: ~ -:ea;ing in the examinations shall 
be provided to the Uttar Pradesh Higher Edoo:ciG;; Coc.x:il.

(3) The Unar Pradesh Higher Education Council may call from the Unjversity or 
any authority or officer of the University to furnish any information or records of the 
-Cni,~- within specified date and time failing which the Uttar Pradesh Higher 
~ Council may send the report to the State Government for appropriate action: 

(4) The Uttar Pradesh Higher Education Council shall conduct atleast one annual 
mspection of the Universities established under this Act for the purpose of compliance 
of ihe prc,risions of this Act and to ensure imparting of quality education and .submit its 
~ i::?5peaion report to the State Government specifically regarding the complianqe 
of tlie ~ given under section 3 of this Act. · 

52- {I) h sbaII be the duty of the University or any authority or officer of the 
University to furnish sucn information or records relating to the administration or 
finances and other affiri:rs or activities etc. of th~ University as the State Government 
may calJ for. 

(2) The State Government, if it js of the view that there is a violation of the Act, 
the Statutes, the Ordinances or the Regulations m<'lde thereunder may issue such 
directions to the University under this Act as it may deem necessary, and the University 
shall comply with such directions within the stipulated time. 

53. (I) If the University proposes its dissolution in accordance with the law 
governing its constitution or incorporation, it shall give at least one year's written notice 
to the State· Government. 

(2) On receipt of notice referred to in sub-section (1), the State Government shall 
make such arrangements for administration of the University from the date of 
dissolution of the University ~d until the last batch of students in regular courses of 
studies of the University complete their courses or studies in such manner as may be 
prescribed. 

54. (1) The expenditure for administration of the U niversity during the taking 
over of the liabilities of the University under section 53 of the Act shall be met out of 
the Permanent E.nrlowment Fund, the general fund and the development fund.

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(3) For the purposes of an inquiry under sub-section (2), the State Government 

shall, by notification, appoint an officer or a committee on the recommendation of the 

Uttar Pradesh Higher Education Council as the inquiring authority to inquire into the 

allegations of violation of the provisions of this Act. 

(4) Every inquiring authority appointed under sub-section (3) shall w~ile 

performing its functions under this Act have all the powers of Civil Court under the 

Code of Civil Procedure, 1908 while trying a suit and in particular in respect of the 

following matters, namely:-

(a) summoning and enforcing the attendance of any witness and examining 

him on oath; 

(b) requiring the discovery and production of any document; 
( c) requisitioning· any public record or copy thereof from any office;

If the University fails to comply with such directions within specified rime, the 

State Government may again direct the University to make necessary improvements or 

modifications within a period of 15 days from the issuance of such ~irecrions. 

(6) On receipt of the enquiry report from the enquiry officer or the enquiry 

committee appointed under sub-section (3), if the State Government is satisfied that the 

University has contravened all or any of the provisions of this Act or the Statutes or 

Ordinances or Regulations made thereunder or has violated any· of the directions issued 

by it under this Act inc!uding directions issued under sub-section(5) above or has ceased 

to carry out the undertakings given by it under section 3 or there is fraud or 

misappropriation or serious misuse of funds in the University which threatens the 

academic standard of the University, the State Government for liquidation of the 

University, shall appoint a interim committee consisting of three members to run the 

affairs of the University during the period. , 

(7) (i) The interim committee appointed under sub-section (6) shall have all the 

powers to administer the affairs of the University until the last batch of the students of 

the regular courses have completed their courses and they have been awarded degrees, 

diplomas or aw~ds as the case may be; 

(ii) After having been awarded the degrees, diplomas or awards, as the case may 

be, to the last batches of the students of the regular courses, the interim committee shall 
make a report to the effect to the State Government; 

(iii) On receipt of the report under sub-section (7) (ii),_ the State Government 

shall, by a notification in the Official Gazette, issue an order dissolving the University_ 

and from the date of publication of such notification, the University shall stand dissolved 

and all the remaining assets and liabilities of the University shall vest in the sponsoring 

body from such date. 

(8) Every notification under sub-section (7), shall be laid before both Houses of 

the State Legislature. 

56. The State Government may issue such directions from time to time to the 

University on policy matters not inconsistent with the provisions of this Act as it may 

deem necessary. Such directions shall be complied with by the University, failing which 

the State Government may take a reasoned action against the University in accordance 

with this Act. 
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57. All residual assets and properties including permanent endowment fund, 
general fund or any other fund and the liabilities of the University shall belong to the 
Sponsoring Body in case of. dissolution of the -University under any provision 

mentioned herein above in the Act. 

58. (]) The State Government may, by notific~tion in the Gazette, make rules 
for carrying out the purposes of this Act. 

(2) Without prejudice to the generality of the foregoing provisions, such rules 
may provide for all or any of the following matters, namely:-

. (a) the manner of making proposal to establish a University and the 
application fees payable under sub-section (I) of section 4; 

(b) other particulars to be contained in the Project Report under 
sub-section (2) of section 4; 

(c) other matters which are re9uired to be, or may be, prescribed by rules 

under this Act. 

59. (]) The State Government may for th~ purposes of removing any 
difficulties, particularly in . relation to the transition from the provisions of the 
individual Private University Acts to the provisions of this Act, direct that the 
·provisions of this Ad shall during such period as may be specified in the order, have 
effect subject to such adaptations, whether by way of modification, addition or 

omission, as it may deem necessary or expedient: 

Provided that no such order shall be made after two years from the date of 

commencement of this Act. 

(2) Every order made under sub-section (I) shall be laid before both Houses of 
State Legislature as soon as may be after it is mad.e. 

60. All disputes arising as a result of the provisions made in this Act shall be 
settle~ by a Court of law in the State of Uttar Pradesh. 

61. The provisions of this Act and the Statutes, Ordinances and Regulations 
made there under shall have effect notwithstanding anything to the contrary contained 
in any other law, for the time being in force, made by the State Legislature relating to 
Universities. 

62. (I) All the Acts enumerated in the Schedule-I to this Act shall stand 
repealed on the commencement of this Act. 

(2) Notwithstanding the repeal of the Acts enumerated in the Schedule-] 
mentioned in sub-section (1 ), all the decisions made, Acts performed, rights and 
liabilities created and exhausted by the Universities estab1ished under the repealed 
Acts shall be deemed to be valid under this Act. 

(3) The Universities incorporated into this Act shall modify their Statutes, 
Ordinances and Regulations appiicable thereto under their respective repealed Acts, to 
bring them in conformity with. the provisions of this Act within a period of one year 
from the date of commencement of this Act. 

63. Notwithstanding anytping contained in this Act the University .established 
by a religious or linguistic minority of the State of Uttar Pradesh, shali c_e>ntinue to 
have the privileges as guaranteed by Article 30 of.the Constitution of ln~ia.

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ST A TEMENT OF OBJECTS AND REASONS 

1n accordance with the guidelines under the Government Order dated February 06, 2008, twenty 

seven private Universities have been established and incorporated by different State Acts. Since different 

Acts of different Universities contains different provisions and there is no uniform provision for 

monitoring of such Private Universities, it has become difficult to implement and enforce the policies of 

the State Government, to collect information and records and to implement the standards of quality in 

higher education. 

It has, therefore, been decided to make an umbrella Act to govern all the Private Universities 

under a common law. 

The Uttar Pradesh Private Universities Bill, 2019 is introduced accordingly.
